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Republican seeking bid in newly drawncongressional district

Clint Moore , a geologist, business executive and Republican Party official who lives in Spring, is seeking the GOP nomination in the newly drawn 2nd Congressional District. 

Moore , 47, received degrees in geology and business from Southern Methodist University, then worked as a geologist for Diamond Shamrock. 

He also served in executive positions at Diamond Shamrock and Anadarko Petroleum Corp., resigning from Anadarko in July to prepare his bid for the U.S. House of Representatives. He is past president of the Houston Geological Society. 

Moore has served in a number of Republican Party posts, including GOP chairman in state Senate District 7, Harris County Republican Party parliamentarian and delegate to the Republican National Convention in 1996 and 2000. Most recently he was executive director of Texans for True Mobility, which spearheaded opposition to the Metro transit referendum that voters approved Nov. 4. 

He served a two-year term as one of five district directors on the North Harris County Regional Water Authority, charged with developing long-term drinking water supplies for suburban parts of the county. 

In announcing his candidacy this week, he played on his name, emphasizing "Moore support" for "pro-family value policies," constituent services and policies that "enhance our national defense, our homeland security and our national energy security while at the same time protecting our Second Amendment right to bear arms and our constitutional liberties and freedoms." 

The new 2nd District, which extends from northeast Harris County east through parts of Liberty and Jefferson counties, is one of two heavily Republican districts the state Legislature extended into the Houston area in this year's redistricting. 

The map is being challenged in court, but candidates are announcing their plans in anticipation of the districts being approved and in place for the March 9 Texas primary.
