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Clint Moore announces candidacy for Congress

Clint Moore officiall
announced his intention to seei
the U.S. Congressional seat for
the newly created 2nd District
on Nov. 17 at the Greenspoint
North Marriott, amid patriotic
music and support from State
Senator Jon Lindsay.

Citing his experience of
more than 25 years as a busi-
nessman, community leader and
local government official,
Moore said that he is “uniquely
qualified” to represent the citi-
zens of the 2nd District, which
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Clint Moore announces his

intentions on seeking a
Congressional seat in District 2.

covers an area from north
Houston and Harris County, east
to Beaumont, Port Arthur and
Jefferson County.

“I believe that I am uniquely
qualified to be our next
Congressman, because of the
breadth and depth of my many
leadership roles, the track
record of success that I've been
blessed to achieve, and the prin-
ciples and values that 1 would
bring to this distinguished
office,” said Moore. “Many peo-
ple in southeast Texas know of
my commitment to conservative
republican values, and deserye a
Congressman who thinks like
they do, and thus will represeat
their values in Washington.”

State Senator Jon Lindsay
said that he “would not make
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formal endorsements in the
upcoming primary races,” but
supported Moore’s decision to
run for Congress.

“As a District 7 party chair-
man, he should get a medal”
said Lindsay. “He organized
get-out-the-vote and voter regis-
tration campaigns. I also
worked with Clint when he was
on the North Harris County
‘Water Authority Board, and due
in large part to what he did, the
district is up and running.”

Moore has been a geologist
and business analyst for
Anadarko Petroleum
Corporation in Houston since
1987, and has held both presi-
dent and vice president posi-
tions within the Houston
Geological Society.

Moore said that he “actually
grew up dreaming of running
for Congress” and the decision
to fulfill that dream right now is
one that he has thought about
for quite some time.

“This is a decision that T have
carefully been considering for
many months,” said Moore.
“Congressional redistricting has
presented us all with a new
opportunity and next November,
we will choose a new
Congressman for this new dis-
trict.  Congressman  Nick
Lampson has represented the
eastern portion of this district,
and too many times has voted
against the values and beliefs of
the majority of the great citizens
of this new district.”

Moore said that he is “deeply

committed” to  Republican
ideals, and has been able to bal-
ance a successful business
career with an active role in
local politics.

“I have spent virtually all of
my extra time trying to make
Texas and District 2 a better
place to live, work, and raise a
family based on our shared con-
servative beliefs,” said Moore.
“With my high standards of
character and integrity, proven
experience, and strong leaders
ship skills, I intend to serve the
citizens of District 2 as the best
Congressman they've ever had.”

Moore will face two
Republican opponents in the
primary election, Judge Ted Poe
of Humble and George Fastuca
of Kingwood.
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
